Quote: I was first inspired to add a face which I created from clay to represent my love of our multicultural society. I wanted to create a piece that represented us as a society, protecting our love of our people within Europe. This is represented by the hand in my artwork, which represents a protective hand, which has many layers inspired by our challenge, including vintage newspaper pieces, lace, hessian, threads, paint layers, European Map, all to create layers to add texture, creating a very tactile piece.

The wording Protect, Love and Peace I felt were perfect to add to this piece; protect to protect our Europe, Love as we all love our society and peace as we all long for peace.

I also included a piece of the vintage newspaper in the background which also included the word EUROPE, perfect for our challenge. I also decided to incorporate more lettering and numbers using a stencil and highlighted the ‘E’ with a vintage watch part.

My whole piece is all about embracing what we have.

Text:

1 Paint the Vignette Tray with a coat of Gesso and dry with a heat tool. Paint the Tray with a coat of Cobalt Impasto Paint and whilst the paint is still wet add touches of white and Azure to lighten the colour a little.
2 Add touches of Poppy Red Impasto Paint to the background of the Tray, applying the paint with a finger or dry brushing with a stiff brush, this adds a further layer to the background. Use only a little paint at a time, adding layers of paint as you move around the Tray.
3 Tear a piece of vintage newspaper and adhere to the background. Tear a piece of a European Map and add to the background for a further layer of interest.
4 Place the Eye Chart Layering Stencil onto the background and apply Texture Paste over the stencil, applying with a Palette Knife, remove the stencil and allow the Paste to dry completely.

5 Apply Cobalt Impasto Paint to your hand and then press your hand onto a piece of watercolour paper, cut out the image and then add layers of hessian, lace, torn papers, tissue tape, threads, and machine stitch them all into place, leaving the threads from the machine to add further texture to the piece. Adhere the hand to the background of the Tray.
6 Take the clay head and apply a wash of Raw Umber DecoArt Media Fluid Acrylic, wipe away any excess paint using a damp baby wipe; this ages the clay face. Add a body to the face from watercolour paper, adding torn newspaper print to the background along with a snippet of the Union Jack (this represents me in the UK). Machine stitch all the pieces onto the body and then adhere the head and body to the hand.

7 Colour a Mini Plaquette with Rust Alcohol Ink and then add the Mini Plaquette to the body for added dimension and interest. 

8 Print the words ‘protect’, ‘love’ and ‘peace’ on the computer, colour the edges with a touch of Gathered Twigs Distress Ink and adhere to the hand.

8 Add a small amount of White Impasto Paint to a Non-Stick Craft Sheet or Glass Matt, dip the Dina Wakley Media Tool into the paint and then press the tool onto the background, repeat this process to add random textural lines to the backdrop.
9 Add Remnant Rubs, Tissue Tape and delicate splatters of paint to the background, again to add further layers to the design.

10 Add a Quote Chip to the background, colouring the edges with Gathered Twigs Distress Ink.

11 Add a vintage watch rim to highlight the letter ‘E’ for Europe.

This piece was so much fun to create and is a wonderful tactile, textural piece.
