Quote: I have continued on from my Oceania project and have used Australian Aboriginal art as my main inspiration. 
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Circles are used extensively in Aboriginal Art; they are symbolic of campsites, water holes, or places of significance spiritually. And, from a colour perspective Dreamtime stores of the Rainbow Serpent inspired me.
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With the research that I had done for the Oceania project, I read that some scholars believe that when a rainbow is seen in the sky it is said to be the rainbow Serpent moving from one water hole to another. After reading this I had a mental picture of the serpent diving in and out of the water holes leaving a rainbow of colour behind in the water holes.

So with the challenge criteria in mind I covered my canvas with white circles to depict water holes. Some I painted inside blue for the colour of water and some others I painted the colours of the rainbow. The word I chose from the criteria to inspire me was ‘Unity’, which fit perfectly with the criteria of circles, as they are an ancient and universal symbol of Unity.
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You may notice that one of the circles has the image of a small hand over a larger hand. I used this image to tie in with ‘Unity’ and to represent the title of the challenge:
