Material List:

· Tile from a traditional Korean house (or similar)
· Heavy Gesso Black from PRIMA

· DINA WAKLEY Acrylic Paint from RANGER

· Distress Grit Paste from RANGER

· Coloured thread
Instructions:

1. I used a tile from a traditional Korean house. I picked this up at the demolition site. You could choose a similar thick tile.
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2. Apply a layer of black Heavy Gesso to the top surface of the tile.
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3. Spread some areas of your tile with Distress Grit paste.

4. Add some hand lettering using acrylic paint.
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5. Tie a piece of string around the tile.
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6. Take five pieces of string in different colours and tie them together as shown in the pictures below to make an ornamental knot to attach to the front of your tile. This is a lucky pattern.
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
