Project Title: PEACE

Quote: I was first inspired by using white in my creative piece, I don’t often use white only to give highlights so I was keen to incorporate more white areas into this final piece. I began with some left over paint that I mixed with some Liquitex Pouring Medium and this is where my piece began. I love using leftovers and I love adding texture to my pieces so I knew I wanted to incorporate lots of layers to give a real tactile piece.
The wording PEACE is to represent peace; hence I used a globe die to represent our world. We all want peace in our world!
My circular element is obviously the globe and the painted circle added to the outside to act as a spotlight for the globe.

Touches of red really give a pop of colour to the otherwise muted colour palette.

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I had some left over paint from a previous project so I mixed the paint (in this case Vintage Photo and Tea Stain) with some white paint and Liquitex Pouring Medium and I then simply poured the paint onto the Etcetera Tag and moved the tag to move the paint around the background and then allowed to dry for 24 hours.
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This is the background once all the paint had dried completely. Lots of white paint areas to coincide with the brief of the challenge.
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Place the AALLandCreate Stencil onto the background of the Etcetera Tag and apply Texture Paste over the stencil, applying with a palette knife and then allow the Paste to dry completely.
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This adds wonderful texture and dimension to the background.
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Swipe the Evergreen Bough Distress Inkpad across a piece of acetate (or recycled packaging), spritz the ink with water.
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Press the inked acetate onto the background of the tag and smoosh the ink around the tag with your fingers.
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Using a piece of acetate to apply the ink allows perfect placement of the ink. Dry the ink with a heat tool.
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Add a few random lengths of Design Tape to give further layers of interest to the background.
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Take an old container or the lid from a pot, apply Pyrrole Red Paint to the edge of the container and then press the container onto the background.
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Remove the container and then dry the paint with a heat tool. Die cut a Mini Glove from white card. Colour a piece of scrap white card with Evergreen Bough Distress Ink and then adhere the Mini Globe to the coloured card and then cut around the globe. Affix the Globe to the tag, adding cotton threads and a remnant of fabric behind for added texture.
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Add a Paperdoll image to the tag so that he appears to be resting on the Globe.
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Take the Typography Letters and colour each letter with Pyrrole Red Paint, applying the paint with your finger.
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Dry each of the letters with a heat tool.
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Add a small amount of Pyrrole Red Fluid Acrylic onto a Non-Stick Craft Sheet, dip a wet paintbrush into the paint and lightly flick the paint onto the background and then dry the paint with a heat tool.
Add two Index Clips for added interest.
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Scribble the Gathered Twigs Distress Crayon around the edges of the Tag and then smudge with a finger to give shading and dimension to the edges.
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Add a small amount of White Paint to a glass matt or Non-Stick Craft Sheet, swipe an old credit card through the paint.
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Press the edge of the credit card onto the background to add scratchy lines, giving a further layer of interest.
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Repeat this process with the credit card to add scratchy lines randomly around the background.

Finally die cut a small heart from mountboard, colour the heart with Pyrrole Red Paint and then adhere to the Paperdoll.
