I was inspired by the following challenge ideas: cultural symbols (dots), colors of the earth, & organic elements (wood and acorn tops).  
Material List:

· Paper Whimsy Amazing Alterables

· Paint: Golden, PaperArtsy

· Acrylic Glazing Liquid: Golden

· Alcohol Ink: Ranger

· Findings: electrical capacitors, rusty bells, wire

· Natural objects: wood, acorn tops

· Wood sticks: Michaels

· Resin: Amazing Casting Products

· Sandpaper, razor blade, adhesive

1. Prep wood bases with gesso.
2. Adhere wood sticks to base with gel medium. Once dry, trim to fit the shape of wood base.

3. Add dots to wood base with end of paint brush.

4. Glaze each wood base with a mixture of paint and acrylic glazing liquid.

5. Sand wood base.

6. Color electric capacitors with gold Alcohol Ink.

7. Drill 2 holes at the bottom of wood base and attach wood to base with wire.

8. Assemble all pieces together.
Tips, Hints, Advice: 
· Always be on the look-out for natural objects you can use in your art; wood, rusty metal, seeds, dried flowers, etc.  

· Don’t worry about the color of embellishments, etc.  You can always re-color your pieces with just a little gesso and paint.  Viola!
